Information about the Mozart city Augsburg



Leopold Mozart was born in the Mozart House near the Dom
(cathedral). The small golden hall is a reminder of his school
days. Leopold was a choirboy in the Heilig-Kreuz (holy cross)
Church and in Ulrich’s Basilica. In 1756 Leopold published his
“Violin Technique,” known throughout Europe, in Augsburg.
In 1763, 1766 and 1781 both father and son were in Augsburg
together. In 1777 the son performed without his father in 
the hometown – and experienced his first erotic adventure
with his cousin Maria Anna Thekla Mozart. The famous “Bäsle
letters” came into existence. A monument in honor of father
and son can be viewed in Fronhof.

The Mozarts were originally a Swabian family whose most
famous member was the composer Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart. His father, Leopold Mozart who was born in
Augsburg, recognized and promoted early on the genius 
of the son born in Salzburg in 1756. As his educator and
music teacher Leopold formed his son into a “child prodigy”
and one of the most significant composers in the history 
of music. One newspaper wrote about the eight-year old,
“The greatest wonder which Europe or even mankind can
boast of...” Five of Mozart’s works belong to the ten most-
played operas in the German-speaking world.

Leopold Mozart left Augsburg as a student in 1737, one year
after the death of his father, and went to Salzburg. He became
a court musician and married Anna Maria Pertl, mother of
both prodigy children “Nannerl” and “Wolferl.” Wolfgang was
born in 1756 in the Mozart House on Getreidegasse where
the family lived up until 1773. Vice Chapel Master Leopold
Mozart died in 1787 in Salzburg. His gravestone is found in
the Sebastian Cemetery. Wolfgang Amadeus hated Salzburg
(he last visited the city in 1783) – but the people of Salzburg
just love him even more. A monument in honor of Wolfgang
Amadeus can be seen at Mozartplatz (square).

Vienna was the city Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart loved like 
no other. In 1781 he discontinued his services for the Bishop
of Salzburg and stayed in the Danube city where he married
Constanze Weber against his father’s will in 1782. In Vienna
Wolfgang Amadeus created his great masterpieces “The
Abduction from the Seraglio,” “Figaro,” “Don Giovanni” and
“Così fan tutte” as well as “The Magic Flute.” Mozart’s monu-
ment stands right next to the imperial palace Hofburg.
A memorial plaque in the cemetery of St. Mark
commemorates his death on December 5, 1791. He was
buried in an unmarked common grave.

Leopold Mozart (1719-1787)

Along with foreign languages and natural
sciences, Leopold also learned the basics for 
his musical creativity in Augsburg. The violin
technique which he developed and published
in Augsburg has long been regarded as a
standard work. Some of his compositions are
still performed today. Leopold Mozart’s major
accomplishment, however, was the education
and “management” of his famous son.

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756-1791)

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart is one of the great-
est musical geniuses of all times. He was born
in Salzburg, and as a child he became familiar
with half of Europe traveling together with his
father and sister on year-long concert tours.
During his short life – he lived only 35 years –
Mozart composed some of the most famous
musical works of all times. To Joseph Haydn,
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was “the greatest
composer known by the world today.”
